I CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Habib called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm and requested Councilmember McClary to lead in the
invocation and Pledge of Allegiance.

I. GENERAL PUBLIC COMMENTS: Note: All comments sent to the City Clerk by 12:00 noon on the date of this
meeting, via US Mail or Email, as stated on the meeting Agenda, were forwarded to City Council.

Mayor Habib recognized the following individuals: Mr. Mike Delaney, a resident of Goose Creek, who stated
his concerns about the proposed Ordinance authorizing meetings to be held by telephonic or other electronic
means; Mr. Russel Donnelly, a resident of 312 Farm Road, inquired what political party Mayor Habib was
registered with; Mrs. Gladys Payette, a resident of 505 Old Moncks Corner Road, stated it was her
understanding some property near her was sold to developers and that the area has been single family
residential for many years and she wished to see that continue with the development of the property in the
future; Mr. Alan McDowell, a resident of Royal Oaks, stated his concerns with a few areas that may be lacking
ADA access at the new John McCants Veterans Memorial Park that is still under development; Mr. Donald
Nash, a resident of Pineview, inquired how the veteran’s park was moving along. Mayor Habib stated the City
plans to hold a grand opening on November 11, all will be complete with the exception of the restrooms. Mr.
Nash also inquired about a right turn lane that he said was promised at Pineview Drive and Westview
Boulevard by the former Mayor. Mayor Habib stated he was not aware of any plans for a righthand turn lane.
Mr. James Graham, a resident of Pineview, stated his concerns about the potholes in the shopping center
where the Berkeley County Magistrate’s Office is located and that the holes are very large. Mayor Habib stated
the shopping center is private property, is a code issue, but that he would request the City’s code enforcement
take a look at the problem.

FOR PREMIUM PAY TO ELIGIBLE EMPLOYEES BY THE CITY OF GOOSE CREEK (Introduction and
Final Reading)

Mayor Habib provided some background by stating one (1) of the eligible expenses under the American
Rescue Plan Act (ARP), passed by Congress, is the City’s ability to reward our employees who faced their
job head on during and throughout COVID. He stated the City is set to receive twenty-one million dollars
($21,000,000), and this reward is a part of these monies, he added it is the City’s goal the monies will be
transformational to several projects. He stated gross bonus levels will depend on the employee’s job, with
some receiving $4,000, $2,500, to $200, depending on the type of job and how long they have been with
the City.

Discussion: Councilmember McSwain stated she wished to add the amounts to be received will be gross
amounts, as each employee will be responsible for their own taxes for the monies received.
Councilmember McClary thanked City staff for all of their hard work and the sacrifices they have made
during this difficult time throughout COVID. Mayor Pro Tem Tekac thanked Mrs. Zeigler and Mr. Howanyk
for their diligent work on the proposals for the money the City will be receiving. He stated there are strict
guidelines on how these monies can be spent and those restrictions and regulations are probably
changing daily, as well as hourly, and he appreciated them keeping City Council up to date throughout.

Mayor Habib reviewed some of the things that will go into effect with the new fiscal year budget for 2022.
He stated there will be an increase in additional Revenue in the coming year compared to 2021 by
$1,000,000, but there will be an increase in property taxes throughout the City. He stated there are a lot of
reasons for this and one of the main ones was the needs of the City and inflation have outpaced additional
revenue and that this was not an easy decision. Mayor Habib stated the proposed budget provides for the
following: a new fire truck, the last one was purchased fourteen (14) years ago; the addition of a new
community policing officer, as the City has seen great things from our current community policing officer

position; a Senior Planner position will be added; and, it will provide for competitive salaries in comparison
to our region to keep our personnel.

Mayor Habib stated the City’s Master Fee Schedule has not gone up in a very long time and the fees have
also now been codified under this proposed Ordinance.

Mayor Habib stated there will be a water rate increase of 10% this year and 5% for each additional year for
the next four (4) years. He stated the average monthly bill will increase by about $2.21 and that the City
currently charges $1.98 per 1,000 gallons of water; and, in the end the rate will be $2.18 per 1,000 gallons
of water. He stated rates were being increased because for years the City’s water system has lived off of
tap and impact fees when a new home or business was built and those monies were being used for
operations, and that is not how it should work. Mayor Habib stated water sales should cover the cost of
water operations instead of having to borrow monies to build a water tower and that next time the City
should be able to write a check. He stated it is an Enterprise Fund and it should pay for itself.

Discussion: Mayor Pro Tem Tekac stated this was only for the City’s residents who are on the City of
Goose Creek’s water system, not the Charleston Public Works Water System.

He
stated this is a model Ordinance that every City in the State of South Carolina will be adopting and that
every business will be able to go into a portal through MASC and pay their business license with any
municipality in the State in which they are doing business with instead of having to deal with each
individually.

AN ORDINANCE

AN ORDINANCE TO RAISE REVENUE AND ADOPT A BUDGET FOR THE
CITY OF GOOSE CREEK, SOUTH CAROLINA, FOR THE FISCAL YEAR
BEGINNING JANUARY 1, 2022 AND ENDING DECEMBER 31, 2022

WHEREAS, Subsection 3 of Section 5-7-260 of the Code of Laws of South Carolina 1976,
as amended, requires that a municipal council shall act by ordinance to levy taxes and adopt
a budget pursuant to public notice.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED AND ORDERED by the Mayor and City
Council of the City of Goose Creek, South Carolina, in Council duly assembled, that the
following provisions are hereby adopted and enacted:

SECTION 1. A tax to cover the period from January 1, 2022 to December 31, 2022, both
inclusive for the sums and in the manner hereinafter mentioned, is and shall be levied,
collected and paid into the treasury of the City of Goose Creek for the use and service
thereof; i.e., a tax of $5.34 on every hundred ($100.00) dollars in assessed value of real
estate and personal property of every description owned and used in the City of Goose
Creek, South Carolina, except such as is exempt from taxation under the Constitution and
laws of the State of South Carolina, is and shall be levied and paid into the City treasury
for the credit to the City of Goose Creek for the corporate purposes, permanent
improvements, current expenses and the payment of interest and retirement of outstanding
bonds and debts of the City of Goose Creek, making a total levy of fifty three and four
tenths (53.4) mills for tax purposes. The total tax levy of fifty three and four fifths (53.4)
mills is apportioned as follows: forty two and nine tenths (42.9) mills for the general
operation of the City, and, ten and one-half (10.5) mills to fund the Recreation Enterprise
Fund. Such tax is levied on such property as is assessed by the Berkeley County Tax
Assessor for County and State purposes.

SECTION 2. A sanitation tax to cover the period from January 1, 2022 to December 31,
2022, both inclusive for the sums and in the manner hereinafter mentioned, is and shall be
levied, collected and paid into the treasury of the City of Goose Creek for the use and
service thereof, i.e., a tax of one hundred sixty-five ($165.00) dollars is assessed on every
single-family occupied residential lot within the corporate limits of the City of Goose
Creek, to be paid into the City treasury for the credit to the City of Goose Creek for the
corporate purposes, permanent improvements and for the purpose of paying current
expenses of said municipality.

SECTION 3. The water rates, service fees, origination fees and other miscellaneous
revenues of the Water Fund of the City are those as established in the proposed budget for
the same, which is attached hereto and made party hereof by reference; a copy of such
rates, fees, etc. shall be maintained on file i in the offices of the Finance Director and City
Clerk.

The prepared budget and estimated revenue for the payment of the same for business
licenses are in accordance with the classifications established in the latest edition of the
United States North American Industry Classification System Manual (NAICS codes). The
rate schedules established and approved through the budget are on file in the offices of the
Finance Director and City Clerk.

SECTION 4. The prepared budget and estimated revenue for the payment of the same is
hereby adopted and made a part hereof as if fully incorporated herein and a copy Budget
Summary thereof is attached hereto in Exhibit A. A copy of the full budget is on file in the
Office of the City Clerk.

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SECTION 5. By mutual agreement between the City of Goose Creek and Berkeley
County, Berkeley County will bill and collect the taxes enumerated herein, and pay the
same over to the treasury of the City of Goose Creek in the manner as agreed by both
parties.

SECTION 6. The billing dates, the penalty dates and the amount of the penalty which shall
be levied for delinquent taxes shall be the same as those adopted by Berkeley County
Council.

SECTION 7. The Finance Director shall be responsible for the collection of delinquent
taxes in accordance with the provisions established for the collection of the same with
Berkeley County.

SECTION 8. The City Administrator shall administer the budget and may authorize the
transfer of appropriated funds within and between departments as necessary to achieve the
goals of the budget as established by City Council.

SECTION 9. If for any reason any sentence, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be
declared invalid, such shall not affect the remaining provisions thereof.

This ordinance shall become effective January 1, 2022.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF GOOSE CREEK, SOUTH CAROLINA ADOPTING THE CITY
OF GOOSE CREEK MASTER FEE SCHEDULE; AMENDING CERTAIN FEES AND ESTABLISHING
COSTS AND FEES CHARGED BY THE CITY OF GOOSE CREEK; AND DECLARING AN
EFFECTIVE DATE, WHICH ISATTACHED HERETO AND MADE PART HEREOF AS ISFULLY SET
OUT HEREIN.

WHEREAS, the City of Goose Creek (the “City”) has established by ordinance and
resolutions for certain fees of licenses, permits, and services provided by the City; and

WHEREAS, the City has conducted a review and a consolidation of certain fees for license,
permits, and services provided by the City; and

WHEREAS, City Council has taken into consideration the costs associated with each fee and
finds them necessary and appropriate to reimburse the City costs in connection with activities for
which the fees are levied;

WHEREAS, the fees, costs and expenses charged by the City should be organized,
consolidated, and in some cases, amended;

WHEREAS, due to the need for periodic modification of said fees and for the purpose of
efficiency, the City Council desires to adopt future fee changes by resolution rather than by
ordinance;

WHEREAS, the Master Fee Schedule attached as Exhibit A reflects revisions to certain fees,
a restatement of certain fees not revised, and a consolidation of fees,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the City of Goose Creek, South
Carolina, that:

1. The attached Master Fee Schedule is hereby adopted and shall become effective beginning
January 1, 2022.

2. All persons, firms, or corporations applying for licenses or permits or receiving other City
services described in the Master Fee Schedule as provided for in the attached Exhibit A that
require the payment of a fee incident to such application or service shall pay the fees as
prescribed in the Master Fee Schedule attached hereto as Exhibit A which is hereby made a
part of Ordinance as if fully set forth herein. It shall be a violation of this Ordinance to
conduct any activity or commence any use or receive any service for which payment of a fee
described within the Mater Fee Schedule is required until such fee has been paid (if required
to be paid in advance) or to fail to pay such fee when properly billed.

3. The City Council may, from time to time, by ordinance add to the fees set forth on the Fee
Schedule, and the fees now or hereafter set forth on the Fee Schedule may be modified
from time to time by resolution of the City Council.

4. Ifany provision of this Ordinance is illegal, invalid, or unenforceable under present or future
laws, the remainder of this Ordinance will not be affected and, in lieu of each illegal, invalid,
or unenforceable provision, a provision as similar in terms to the illegal, invalid, or
unenforceable provision as is possible and is legal, valid, and enforceable will be added to
this Ordinance.
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5. That all provisions of the ordinances of the City of Goose Creek in conflict with the
provisions of this ordinance be, and the same are hereby, repealed, and all other provisions
of the ordinances of the City of Goose Creek not in conflict with the provisions of this
ordinance shall remain in full force and effect.

6. A violation of this Ordinance shall carry a fine of not more than $500.00 as prescribed in
810.99 of the City’s Code of Ordinances. If any other ordinance, including the Code of
Ordinances, establishes a different penalty for the failure to pay any fee reflected on the
Mater Fee Schedule, the provisions of such other ordinance or the Code of Ordinances shall
control with respect to such penalty.

AN ORDINANCE

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF GOOSE CREEK, SOUTH CAROLINA ADOPTING THE CITY
OF GOOSE CREEK MASTER FEE SCHEDULE; AMENDING CERTAIN FEES AND ESTABLISHING
COSTS AND FEES CHARGED BY THE CITY OF GOOSE CREEK; AND DECLARING AN
EFFECTIVE DATE, WHICH ISATTACHED HERETO AND MADE PART HEREOF AS ISFULLY SET
OUT HEREIN.

WHEREAS, the City of Goose Creek (the “City”) has established by ordinance and
resolutions for certain fees of licenses, permits, and services provided by the City; and

WHEREAS, the City has conducted a review and a consolidation of certain fees for license,
permits, and services provided by the City; and

WHEREAS, City Council has taken into consideration the costs associated with each fee and
finds them necessary and appropriate to reimburse the City costs in connection with activities for
which the fees are levied;

WHEREAS, the fees, costs and expenses charged by the City should be organized,
consolidated, and in some cases, amended;

WHEREAS, due to the need for periodic modification of said fees and for the purpose of
efficiency, the City Council desires to adopt future fee changes by resolution rather than by
ordinance;

WHEREAS, the Master Fee Schedule attached as Exhibit A reflects revisions to certain fees,
a restatement of certain fees not revised, and a consolidation of fees,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the City of Goose Creek, South
Carolina, that:

1. The attached Master Fee Schedule is hereby adopted and shall become effective beginning
January 1, 2022.

2. All persons, firms, or corporations applying for licenses or permits or receiving other City
services described in the Master Fee Schedule as provided for in the attached Exhibit A that
require the payment of a fee incident to such application or service shall pay the fees as
prescribed in the Master Fee Schedule attached hereto as Exhibit A which is hereby made a
part of Ordinance as if fully set forth herein. It shall be a violation of this Ordinance to
conduct any activity or commence any use or receive any service for which payment of a fee
described within the Mater Fee Schedule is required until such fee has been paid (if required
to be paid in advance) or to fail to pay such fee when properly billed.

3. The City Council may, from time to time, by ordinance add to the fees set forth on the Fee
Schedule, and the fees now or hereafter set forth on the Fee Schedule may be modified
from time to time by resolution of the City Council.

4. Ifany provision of this Ordinance is illegal, invalid, or unenforceable under present or future
laws, the remainder of this Ordinance will not be affected and, in lieu of each illegal, invalid,
or unenforceable provision, a provision as similar in terms to the illegal, invalid, or
unenforceable provision as is possible and is legal, valid, and enforceable will be added to
this Ordinance.
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5. That all provisions of the ordinances of the City of Goose Creek in conflict with the
provisions of this ordinance be, and the same are hereby, repealed, and all other provisions
of the ordinances of the City of Goose Creek not in conflict with the provisions of this
ordinance shall remain in full force and effect.

6. A violation of this Ordinance shall carry a fine of not more than $500.00 as prescribed in
810.99 of the City’s Code of Ordinances. If any other ordinance, including the Code of
Ordinances, establishes a different penalty for the failure to pay any fee reflected on the
Mater Fee Schedule, the provisions of such other ordinance or the Code of Ordinances shall
control with respect to such penalty.

Sections 6-1-400 to 6-1-420 (the “Act”);

WHEREAS, the Act requires all municipalities and counties that impose a business license
tax to adopt a standard business license year of May 1 through April 30;

WHEREAS, the Act requires all municipalities and counties that impose a business license
tax to utilize the Act’s standardized business licensing requirements and class schedule;

WHEREAS, the Act requires all municipalities and counties to update their business license
class schedules every odd year based on the latest available IRS statistics; and

WHEREAS, in order to comply with the requirements of the Act, the City of Goose Creek
(the “Municipality”) has prepared the attached 2022 Business License Ordinance, which is
incorporated herein by reference;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the City of Goose Creek, South
Carolina, that:

1. The attached 2022 Business License Ordinance is hereby adopted and shall become
effective beginning with the business license period commencing on May 1, 2022.

2. All prior ordinances of the Municipality related to business licensing which are in effect at
the time of this enactment are hereby repealed and replaced in their entirety with the 2022
Business License Ordinance; provided that any prior ordinances of the Municipality related
to collections programs administered by the Municipal Association of South Carolina,
including without limitation the Insurance Tax Collection Program (ITCP), the Brokers Tax
Collection Program (BTCP), the Telecommunications Tax Collection Program (TTCP), and
Setoff Debt Collection Program, shall remain in full force and effect in accordance with their
terms except to the extent specifically amended by the 2022 Business License Ordinance.

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2022 MODEL BUSINESS LICENSE ORDINANCE

110.001. License Required. Every person engaged or intending to engage in any business,
calling, occupation, profession, or activity engaged in with the object of gain, benefit, or advantage,
in whole or in part within the limits of the City of Goose Creek, South Carolina, is required to pay an
annual license tax for the privilege of doing business and obtain a business license as herein
provided.

110.002. Definitions. The following words, terms, and phrases, when used in this ordinance,
shall have the meaning ascribed herein. Defined terms are not capitalized when used in this
ordinance unless the context otherwise requires.

“Business” means any business, calling, occupation, profession, or activity engaged in with the
object of gain, benefit, or advantage, either directly or indirectly.

“Charitable Organization” means an organization that is determined by the Internal Revenue
Service to be exempt from Federal income taxes under 26 U.S.C. Section 501(c)(3), (4), (6), (7), (8),
(10) or (19).

“Charitable Purpose” means a benevolent, philanthropic, patriotic, or eleemosynary purpose that
does not result in personal gain to a sponsor, organizer, officer, director, trustee, or person with
ultimate control of the organization.

“Classification” means that division of businesses by NAICS codes subject to the same license rate
as determined by a calculated index of ability to pay based on national averages, benefits,
equalization of tax burden, relationships of services, or other basis deemed appropriate by the
Council.

“Council” means the City Council of the City of Goose Creek.

“Domicile” means a principal place from which the trade or business of a licensee is conducted,
directed, or managed. For purposes of this ordinance, a licensee may be deemed to have more than
one domicile.

“Gross Income” means the gross receipts or gross revenue of a business, received or accrued, for
one calendar or fiscal year collected or to be collected from business done within the Municipality.
If the licensee has a domicile within the Municipality, business done within the Municipality shall
include all gross receipts or revenue received or accrued by such licensee. If the licensee does not
have a domicile within the Municipality, business done within the Municipality shall include only
gross receipts or revenue received or accrued within the Municipality. In all cases, if the licensee
pays a business license tax to another county or municipality, then the licensee’s gross income for
the purpose of computing the tax within the Municipality must be reduced by the amount of
revenues or receipts taxed in the other county or municipality and fully reported to the Municipality.
Gross income for business license tax purposes shall not include taxes collected for a governmental
entity, escrow funds, or funds that are the property of a third party. The value of bartered goods or
trade-in merchandise shall be included in gross income. The gross receipts or gross revenues for
business license purposes may be verified by inspection of returns and reports filed with the Internal
Revenue Service, the South Carolina Department of Revenue, the South Carolina Department of
Insurance, or other government agencies. In calculating gross income for certain businesses, the
following rules shall apply:

A. Gross income for agents shall be calculated on gross commissions received or retained,
unless otherwise specified. If commissions are divided with other brokers or agents, then
only the amount retained by the broker or agent is considered gross income.

B. Exceptasspecifically required by S.C. Code § 38-7-20, gross income for insurance companies
shall be calculated on gross premiums written.

C. Gross income for manufacturers of goods or materials with a location in the Municipality
shall be calculated on the lesser of (i) gross revenues or receipts received or accrued from
business done at the location, (ii) the amount of income allocated and apportioned to that
location by the business for purposes of the
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business’s state income tax return, or (iii) the amount of expenses attributable to the
location as a cost center of the business. Licensees reporting gross income under this
provision shall have the burden to establish the amount and method of calculation by
satisfactory records and proof. Manufacturers include those taxpayers reporting a
manufacturing principal business activity code on their federal income tax returns.

“License Official” means a person designated to administer this ordinance. Notwithstanding the
designation of a primary license official, the Municipality may designate one or more alternate
license officials to administer particular types of business licenses, including without limitation for

business licenses issued to businesses subject to business license taxes under Article 20, Chapter 9,
Title 58, and Chapters 7 and 45, Title 38, of the South Carolina Code.

“Licensee” means the business, the person applying for the license on behalf of the business, an
agent or legal representative of the business, a person who receives any part of the net profit of the
business, or a person who owns or exercises control of the business.

“Municipality” means the City of Goose Creek, South Carolina.

“NAICS” means the North American Industry Classification System for the United States published
under the auspices of the Federal Office of Management and Budget.

“Person” means any individual, firm, partnership, limited liability partnership, limited liability
company, cooperative non-profit membership, corporation, joint venture, association, estate,
trust, business trust, receiver, syndicate, holding company, or other group or combination acting
as aunit, in the singular or plural, and the agent or employee having charge or control of a business
in the absence of the principal.

110.003. Purpose and Duration. The business license required by this ordinance is for the
purpose of providing such regulation as may be required for the business subject thereto and for
the purpose of raising revenue for the general fund through a privilege tax. Except as set forth
below for business licenses issued to contractors with respect to specific construction projects, each
yearly license shall be issued for the twelve-month period of May 1 to April 30. A business license
issued for a construction contract may, at the request of the licensee, be stated to expire at the
completion of the construction project; provided, any such business license may require that the
licensee file, by each April 30 during the continuation of the construction project, a statement of
compliance, including but not limited to a revised estimate of the value of the contract. If any
revised estimate of the final value of such project exceeds the amount for which the business
license was issued, the licensee shall be required to pay a license fee at the then-prevailing rate on
the excess amount. The provisions of this ordinance and the rates herein shall remain in effect from
year to year as amended by the Council.

110.004. Business License Tax, Refund.

A. The required business license tax shall be paid for each business subject hereto according to
the applicable rate classification on or before the due date of the 30th day of April in each
year, except for those businesses in Rate Class 8 for which a different due date is specified.
Late payments shall be subject to penalties as set forth in Section 12 hereof, except that
admitted insurance companies may pay before June 1 without penalty.

B. Aseparate license shall be required for each place of business and for each classification or
business conducted at one place. If gross income cannot be separated for classifications at
one location, the business license tax shall be computed on the combined gross income for
the classification requiring the highest rate. The business license tax must be computed
based on the licensee’s gross income for the calendar year preceding the due date, for the
licensee’s twelve-month fiscal year preceding the due date, or on a twelve-month projected
income based on the monthly average for a business in operation for less than one year. The
business license tax for a new business must be computed on the estimated

probable gross income for the balance of the license year. A business license related to
construction contract projects may be issued on a per-project basis, at the option of the
taxpayer. No refund shall be made for a business that is discontinued.

C. Alicensee that submits a payment greater than the amount owed may request arefund. To
be considered, a refund request must be submitted in writing to the Municipality before the
June 1 immediately following the April 30 on which the payment was due and must be
supported by adequate documentation supporting the refund request. The Municipality
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shall approve or deny the refund request, and if approved shall issue the refund to the
business, within thirty days after receipt of the request.

110.005. Reqgistration Required.

A. The owner, agent, or legal representative of every business subject to this ordinance,
whether listed in the classification index or not, shall register the business and make
application for a business license on or before the due date of each year; provided, a new
business shall be required to have a business license prior to operation within the
Municipality, and an annexed business shall be required to have a business license within
thirty (30) days of the annexation. A license for a bar (NAICS 722410) must be issued in the
name of the individual who has been issued the corresponding state alcohol, beer, or wine
permit or license and will have actual control and management of the business.

B. Application shall be on the then-current standard business license application as established
and provided by the Director of the South Carolina Revenue and Fiscal Affairs Office and
shall be accompanied by all information about the applicant, the licensee, and the business
deemed appropriate to carry out the purpose of this ordinance by the license official.
Applicants may be required to submit copies of portions of state and federal income tax
returns reflecting gross receipts and gross revenue figures.

C. The applicant shall certify under oath that the information given in the application is true,
that the gross income is accurately reported (or estimated for a new business) without any
unauthorized deductions, and that all assessments, personal property taxes on business
property, and other monies due and payable to the Municipality have been paid.

D. The Municipality shall allow application, reporting, calculation, and payment of business
license taxes through the business license tax portal hosted and managed by the South
Carolina Revenue and Fiscal Affairs Office, subject to the availability and capability thereof.
Any limitations in portal availability or capability do not relieve the applicant or Licensee
from existing business license or business license tax obligations.

110.006. Deductions, Exemptions, and Charitable Organizations.

A. No deductions from gross income shall be made except income earned outside of the
Municipality on which a license tax is paid by the business to some other municipality or
county and fully reported to the Municipality, taxes collected for a governmental entity, or
income which cannot be included for computation of the tax pursuant to state or federal
law. Properly apportioned income from business in interstate commerce shall be included
in the calculation of gross income and is not exempted. The applicant shall have the burden
to establish the right to exempt income by satisfactory records and proof.

B. No person shall be exempt from the requirements of the ordinance by reason of the lack of
an established place of business within the Municipality, unless exempted by state or federal
law. The license official shall determine the appropriate classification for each business in
accordance with the latest issue of NAICS. No person shall be exempt from this ordinance
by reason of the payment of any other



tax, unless exempted by state law, and no person shall be relieved of liability for payment
of any other tax or fee by reason of application of this ordinance.

C. Wholesalers are exempt from business license taxes unless they maintain warehouses or
distribution establishments within the Municipality. A wholesale transaction involves a sale
to an individual who will resell the goods and includes delivery of the goods to the reseller.
It does not include a sale of goods to a user or consumer.

D. Acharitable organization shall be exempt from the business license tax on its gross income
unless it is deemed a business subject to a business license tax on all or part of its gross
income as provided in this section. A charitable organization, or any affiliate of a charitable
organization, that reports income from for-profit activities or unrelated business income for
federal income tax purposes to the Internal Revenue Service shall be deemed a business
subject to a business license tax on the part of its gross income from such for-profit activities
or unrelated business income.

E. Acharitable organization shall be deemed a business subject to a business license tax on its
total gross income if (1) any net proceeds of operation, after necessary expenses of
operation, inure to the benefit of any individual or any entity that is not itself a charitable
organization as defined in this ordinance, or (2) any net proceeds of operation, after
necessary expenses of operation, are used for a purpose other than a charitable purpose as
defined in this ordinance. Excess benefits or compensation in any form beyond fair market
value to a sponsor, organizer, officer, director, trustee, or person with ultimate control of
the organization shall not be deemed a necessary expense of operation.

110.007. False Application Unlawful. It shall be unlawful for any person subject to the
provisions of this ordinance to make a false application for a business license or to give or file, or
direct the giving or filing of, any false information with respect to the license or tax required by this
ordinance.

110.008. Display and Transfer.

A. All persons shall display the license issued to them on the original form provided by the
license official in a conspicuous place in the business establishment at the address shown
on the license. A transient or non-resident shall carry the license upon his person or in a
vehicle used in the business readily available for inspection by any authorized agent of the
Municipality.

B. A change of address must be reported to the license official within ten (10) days after
removal of the business to a new location and the license will be valid at the new address
upon written notification by the license official and compliance with zoning and building
codes. Failure to obtain the approval of the license official for a change of address shall
invalidate the license and subject the licensee to prosecution for doing business without a
license. A business license shall not be transferable, and a transfer of controlling interest
shall be considered a termination of the old business and the establishment of a new
business requiring a new business license, based on old business income.

110.009. Administration of Ordinance. The license official shall administer the provisions of
this ordinance, collect business license taxes, issue licenses, make or initiate investigations and
audits to ensure compliance, initiate denial or suspension and revocation procedures, report
violations to the municipal attorney, assist in prosecution of violators, produce forms, undertake
reasonable procedures relating to the administration of this ordinance, and perform such other
duties as may be duly assigned.
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110.010. Inspection and Audits.

A. For the purpose of enforcing the provisions of this ordinance, the license official or other
authorized agent of the Municipality is empowered to enter upon the premises of any
person subject to this ordinance to make inspections and to examine and audit books and
records. It shall be unlawful for any such person to fail or refuse to make available the
necessary books and records. In the event an audit or inspection reveals that the licensee
has filed false information, the costs of the audit shall be added to the correct business
license tax and late penalties in addition to other penalties provided herein. Each day of
failure to pay the proper amount of business license tax shall constitute a separate offense.

B. The license official shall have the authority to make inspections and conduct audits of
businesses to ensure compliance with the ordinance. Financial information obtained by
inspections and audits shall not be deemed public records, and the license official shall not
release the amount of business license taxes paid or the reported gross income of any
person by name without written permission of the licensee, except as authorized by this
ordinance, state or federal law, or proper judicial order. Statistics compiled by classifications
are public records.

110.011. Assessments, Payment under Protest, Appeal.

A. Assessments, payments under protest, and appeals of assessment shall be allowed and
conducted by the Municipality pursuant to the provisions of S.C. Code § 6-1-410, as
amended. In preparing an assessment, the license official may examine such records of the
business or any other available records as may be appropriate and conduct such
investigations and statistical surveys as the license official may deem appropriate to assess
a business license tax and penalties as provided herein.

B. The license official shall establish a uniform local procedure consistent with S.C. Code § 6-
1-410 for hearing an application for adjustment of assessment and issuing a notice of final
assessment; provided that for particular types of business licenses, including without
limitation for business licenses issued to businesses subject to business license taxes under
Article 20, Chapter 9, Title 58, and Chapters 7 and 45, Title 38, of the South Carolina Code, the
Municipality, by separate ordinance, may establish a different procedure and may delegate one or
more rights, duties, and functions hereunder to the Municipal Association of South Carolina.

110.012. Delinquent License Taxes, Partial Payment.

A. For non-payment of all or any part of the correct business license tax, the license official
shall impose and collect a late penalty of five (5%) percent of the unpaid tax for each month
or portion thereof after the due date until paid. Penalties shall not be waived. If any business
license tax remains unpaid for sixty (60) days after its due date, the license official shall
report it to the municipal attorney for appropriate legal action.

B. Partial payment may be accepted by the license official to toll imposition of penalties on the
portion paid; provided, however, no business license shall be issued or renewed until the full
amount of the tax due, with penalties, has been paid.

110.013. Notices. The license official may, but shall not be required to, mail written notices
that business license taxes are due. If notices are not mailed, there shall be published a notice of
the due date in a newspaper of general circulation within the Municipality three (3) times prior to
the due date in each year. Failure to receive notice shall not constitute a defense to prosecution for
failure to pay the tax due or grounds for waiver of penalties.

110.014. Denial of License. The license official may deny a license to an applicant when the
license official determines:

A. The application is incomplete or contains a misrepresentation, false or misleading
statement, or evasion or suppression of a material fact;



G.

The activity for which a license is sought is unlawful or constitutes a public nuisance per se
or per accidens;

The applicant, licensee, prior licensee, or the person in control of the business has been
convicted within the previous ten years of an offense under a law or ordinance regulating
business, a crime involving dishonest conduct or moral turpitude related to a business or a
subject of a business, or an unlawful sale of merchandise or prohibited goods;

The applicant, licensee, prior licensee, or the person in control of the business has engaged
in an unlawful activity or nuisance related to the business or to a similar business in the
Municipality or in another jurisdiction;

The applicant, licensee, prior licensee, or the person in control of the business is delinquent
in the payment to the Municipality of any tax or fee;

Alicensee has actual knowledge or notice, or based on the circumstances reasonably should
have knowledge or notice, that any person or employee of the licensee has committed a
crime of moral turpitude on the business premises, or has permitted any person or
employee of the licensee to engage in the unlawful sale of merchandise or prohibited goods
on the business premises and has not taken remedial measures necessary to correct such
activity; or

The license for the business or for a similar business of the licensee in the Municipality or
another jurisdiction has been denied, suspended, or revoked in the previous license year.

A decision of the license official shall be subject to appeal as herein provided. Denial shall be written
with reasons stated.

110.015. Suspension or Revocation of License. When the license official determines:

A license has been mistakenly or improperly issued or issued contrary to law;

A licensee has breached any condition upon which the license was issued or has failed to
comply with the provisions of this ordinance;

A licensee has obtained a license through a fraud, misrepresentation, a false or misleading
statement, or evasion or suppression of a material fact in the license application;

A licensee has been convicted within the previous ten years of an offense under a law or
ordinance regulating business, a crime involving dishonest conduct or moral turpitude
related to a business or a subject of a business, or an unlawful sale of merchandise or
prohibited goods;

A licensee has engaged in an unlawful activity or nuisance related to the business; or

A licensee is delinquent in the payment to the Municipality of any tax or fee,

the license official may give written notice to the licensee or the person in control of the business
within the Municipality by personal service or mail that the license is suspended pending a single
hearing before Council or its designee for the purpose of determining whether the suspension
should be upheld and the license should be revoked.

The written notice of suspension and proposed revocation shall state the time and place at which
the hearing is to be held, and shall contain a brief statement of the reasons for the suspension and
proposed revocation and a copy of the applicable provisions of this ordinance.

110.016. Appeals to Council or its Designee.

A.

Except with respect to appeals of assessments under Section 11 hereof, which are governed
by S.C. Code § 6-1-410, any person aggrieved by a determination, denial, or suspension and
proposed revocation of a business license by the license official may appeal the decision to
the Council or its designee by written request stating the
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reasons for appeal, filed with the license official within ten (10) days after service by mail or
personal service of the notice of determination, denial, or suspension and proposed
revocation.

B. A hearing on an appeal from a license denial or other determination of the license official
and a hearing on a suspension and proposed revocation shall be held by the Council or its
designee within ten (10) business days after receipt of a request for appeal or service of a
notice of suspension and proposed revocation. The hearing shall be held upon written
notice at a regular or special meeting of the Council, or, if by designee of the Council, at a
hearing to be scheduled by the designee. The hearing may be continued to another date by
agreement of all parties. At the hearing, all parties shall have the right to be represented by
counsel, to present testimony and evidence, and to cross-examine witnesses. The
proceedings shall be recorded and transcribed at the expense of the party so requesting.
The rules of evidence and procedure prescribed by Council or its designee shall govern the
hearing. Following the hearing, the Council by majority vote of its members present, or the
designee of Council if the hearing is held by the designee, shall render a written decision
based on findings of fact and conclusions on application of the standards herein. The written
decision shall be served, by personal service or by mail, upon all parties or their
representatives and shall constitute the final decision of the Municipality.

C. Timely appeal of a decision of Council or its designee does not effectuate a stay of that
decision. The decision of the Council or its designee shall be binding and enforceable unless
overturned by an applicable appellate court after a due and timely appeal.

D. For business licenses issued to businesses subject to business license taxes under Article 20,
Chapter 9, Title 58, and Chapters 7 and 45, Title 38, of the South Carolina Code, the Municipality may
establish a different procedure by ordinance.

110.017. Consent, franchise, or license required for use of streets.

A. Itshall be unlawful for any person to construct, install, maintain, or operate in, on, above, or
under any street or public place under control of the Municipality any line, pipe, cable, pole,
structure, or facility for utilities, communications, cablevision, or other purposes without a
consent agreement or franchise agreement issued by the Council by ordinance that
prescribes the term, fees, and conditions for use.

B. The annual fee for use of streets or public places authorized by a consent agreement or
franchise agreement shall be set by the ordinance approving the agreement and shall be
consistent with limits set by state law. Existing franchise agreements shall continue in effect
until expiration dates in the agreements. Franchise and consent fees shall not be in lieu of
or be credited against business license taxes unless specifically provided by the franchise or
consent agreement.

110.018. Confidentiality. Except in accordance with proper judicial order or as otherwise
provided by law, no official or employee of the Municipality may divulge or make known in any
manner the amount of income or any financial particulars set forth or disclosed in any report or
return required under this ordinance. Nothing in this section shall be construed to prohibit the
publication of statistics so classified as to prevent the identification of particular reports or returns.
Any license data may be shared with other public officials or employees in the performance of their
duties, whether or not those duties relate to enforcement of this ordinance.

110.019. Violations. Any person violating any provision of this ordinance shall be deemed
guilty of an offense and shall be subject to a fine of up to $500.00 or imprisonment for not more
than thirty (30) days or both, upon conviction. Each day of violation shall be considered a separate
offense. Punishment for violation shall not relieve the offender of liability for delinquent taxes,
penalties, and costs provided for in this ordinance.

110.020. Severability. A determination that any portion of this ordinance is invalid or
unenforceable shall not affect the remaining portions. To the extent of any conflict between the
provisions of this ordinance and the provisions of the South Carolina Business License

Tax Standardization Act, as codified at S.C. Code § 6-1-400 et seq., the standardization act shall
control.

110.021. Classification and Rates.
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. The business license tax for each class of businesses subject to this ordinance shall be
computed in accordance with the current business license rate schedule, designated as
Appendix A to this ordinance, which may be amended from time to time by the Council.

. The current business license class schedule is attached hereto as Appendix B. Hereafter, no
later than December 31 of each odd year, the Municipality shall adopt, by ordinance, the
latest standardized business license class schedule as recommended by the Municipal
Association of South Carolina and adopted by the Director of the South Carolina Revenue
and Fiscal Affairs Office. Upon adoption by the Municipality, the revised business license
class schedule shall then be appended to this ordinance as a replacement Appendix B.

. The classifications included in each rate class are listed with NAICS codes, by sector, sub-
sector, group, or industry. The business license class schedule (Appendix B) is a tool for
classification and not a limitation on businesses subject to a business license tax. The
classification in the most recent version of the business license class schedule adopted by
the Council that most specifically identifies the subject business shall be applied to the
business. The license official shall have the authority to make the determination of the
classification most specifically applicable to a subject business.

. A copy of the class schedule and rate schedule shall be filed in the office of the City Clerk.

No contractor shall be issued a business license until all state and municipal qualification
examination and trade license requirements have been met. Each contractor shall post a sign in
plain view on each job identifying the contractor with the job.

Sub-contractors shall be licensed on the same basis as general or prime contractors for the same
job. No deductions shall be made by a general or prime contractor for value of work performed by
a sub-contractor.

No contractor shall be issued a business license until all performance and indemnity bonds required
by the Building Code have been filed and approved. Zoning permits must be obtained when
required by the Zoning Ordinance.

Each prime contractor shall file with the License Official a list of sub-contractors furnishing labor or
materials for each project.

For licenses issued on a per-job basis, the total tax for the full amount of the contract shall be paid
prior to commencement of work and shall entitle the contractor to complete the job without regard
to the normal license expiration date. An amended report shall be filed for each new job and the
appropriate additional license fee per $1,000 of the contract amount shall be paid prior to
commencement of new work. Only one base tax shall be paid in a license year. Licensees holding a
per-job license shall file, by each April 30 during the continuation of the construction project, a
statement of compliance, including but not limited to a revised estimate of the value of the
contract. Ifany revised estimate of the final value of such project exceeds the amount for which the
business license was issued, the licensee shall be required to pay a license fee at the then-prevailing
rate on the excess amount.

AN ORDINANCE

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 37: ELECTIONS OF THE CITY OF GOOSE CREEK,
SOUTH CAROLINA CODE OF ORDINANCES BY REVISING AND MAKING CHANGES TO THE
FOLLOWING SECTION: 37.03 WHEN ELECTIONS TO BE HELD

WHEREAS, the City of Goose Creek, South Carolina (the “City”), acting through City
Council of the City of Goose Creek (the “City Council”), is a municipal corporation of the State
of South Carolina located in Berkeley County, South Carolina, and as such possesses all general
powers granted by the Constitution and statutes of the State to such public entities;

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 5-15-50 of the Code of Laws of South Carolina 1976, as
amended, a municipality is authorized to establish by ordinance the time for the general
elections of the municipality;

WHEREAS, in Willis v. Wukela, 379 S.C. 126 (2008), the South Carolina Supreme Court
confirmed that “[a] municipality may hold elections, primary or otherwise, whenever it wishes;”

WHEREAS, the South Carolina Attorney General's office has acknowledged that
changing election dates would affect the terms of office of incumbent officials and has opined
that this exercise of power is permissible so long as it is reasonable and for a public purpose (see
2005 WL 3463712 (SCAG));

WHEREAS, to determine if a municipality reasonably exercised its authority to change
municipal election dates, and thereby incumbent terms, the Attorney General’s office suggested
a court may consider factors including the length of the term extensions and the reasons for the
term extension (see 2003 WL 21471512 (SCAG));

WHEREAS, the Executive Director of the State Elections Commission ina MASC Uptown
Article from April 2020 stated that holding municipal general elections along with a federal
general election means the municipal election appears at the bottom of the ballots resulting in
a drop off in the number of voters casting ballots in those races;

WHEREAS, the Municipal Association of South Carolina and the State Elections
Commission recommend municipalities in South Carolina adopt a standardized date for
municipal general elections, and, for the reasons stated herein, suggest the first Tuesday after
the first Monday in November of odd-numbered years as such date (the “Municipal Election
Date”);

WHEREAS, the majority of municipalities in South Carolina have adopted the
recommended Municipal Election Date including Charleston, Greenville, North Charleston,
Columbia, and only 34 municipalities in South Carolina, including the City, hold municipal
general elections in November of even-numbered years;

WHEREAS, City Council has determined it is reasonable to extend the terms of
incumbent public officials by approximately one year in order to achieve the public purpose of
increasing voter participation in municipal general elections, and City Council accordingly seeks
to change the date of its municipal general elections;

WHEREAS, to facilitate a change in date of municipal general elections from November
of even-numbered years to the recommended Municipal Election Date of the first Tuesday after
the first Monday in November of odd-numbered years, in accordance with Article XVII, Section
11 of the Constitution of the State of South Carolina 1895, as amended, the City Council will
“hold their respective offices until their terms have expired and until their successors are elected
[...] and qualified” following municipal general elections to be held in November of 2025 and
November of 2027; and

WHEREAS, in order to accomplish these purposes, the City Council now desires, through
the enactment of this Ordinance, to revise the City’s Code of Ordinances (the “Code”) as set
forth herein.

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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED and ordered by the Mayor and City Council, in a
meeting duly assembled, as follows:

Section 1. Each finding or statement of fact set forth in the recitals hereto has been carefully
examined and has been found to be in all respects true and correct and shall serve as the basis
for the actions taken herein.

Section 2. By and through the enactment of this Ordinance Title Ill, Chapter 37, Section 37.03
of the Code, shall be amended to read, in its entirety, as follows:

§37.03 WHEN ELECTIONS TO BE HELD.

After the November 2022 municipal general election, and for every municipal
general election for Mayor and City Council thereafter, the municipal general
election shall be held on the first Tuesday following the first Monday in November
of odd-numbered years and if there be any postponement of the general election
as a result of emergency or disaster, then at such time as the general election is
held.

Section3.  To facilitate the implementation of the amendment set forth above in Section 2,
the public officials previously elected in November 2020 will serve until their successors are
elected and qualified pursuant to an election in November 2025, and in a consistent manner, the
public officials to be elected in November 2022 will serve until their successors are elected and
qualified pursuant to an election in November 2027. Should any vacancy occur prior to these
dates, the elected successor shall serve the remainder of the term of the official they are
replacing.

Section4.  Ifany section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance is, for any
reason, held or determined to be invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of the
remaining portions of this Ordinance.

Section 5. Nothing in this Ordinance hereby enacted shall be construed to affect any suit or
proceeding impending in any court, or any rights acquired, or liability incurred, or any cause of
causes of action acquired or existing, under any act or ordinance hereby repealed; nor shall any
just or legal right or remedy of any character be lost, impaired or affected by this Ordinance.

Section 6.  Allordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent or in conflict with the provisions
of this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of the conflict or inconsistency. This
Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon its enactment by the Council.

(b) Private recreation facility of at least two acres, with no structure located within 30 feet of property boundaries.

(c) Public recreation facility, provided no structure is located within 30 feet of boundaries, and no overnight storage of
vehicles/equipment.

(d) Semi-public club, lodge, union hall or social center, provided no residential or commercial activity is conducted on
the premises.

(5) Office, governmental, institutional uses.
(a) Any publicly-owned facility, building or land.

(b) Business office for services specific to a profession such as an attorney, accountant, advertising agency, financial
consultant, real estate, and the like.

(c) Governmental, business, professional or general purpose office, excluding storage, repair, or rental of equipment
on premises.

(d) Office for professional or administrative support services such as word processing, printing, computer graphics,
and the like.

(e) Professional healthcare offices such as medical, dental, chiropractic offices, and the like.
(f) Public transportation terminal/passenger facility.

(g) Public utility substation installed in compliance with buffer and screening requirements, and fenced to control
access.

(h) Railroad rights-of-way, excluding all facilities other than those required for track operations.
(6) Commercial uses.

(a) Arts, crafts, or dance studio; art gallery.
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(b) Emergency medical care facility.

(c) Enterprise rendering a personal or business service, or restricted retail activity (as defined in §151.028) in a
specific product category.

(d) Hospital.

(e) Nursing home or extended care facility offering outpatient or medical services for a fee.

(f) Radio/television station or studio (excluding transmission towers).

(g) Specialty shops such as a florist, news stand, gift shop, or boutique.

(h) Veterinary clinic/animal hospital without boarding facilities.

(C) Lot, yard, height and coverage. These requirements are illustrated inAppendix D.

(D) Accessory uses. Accessory uses, as defined in §151.028 , are permitted as illustrated inAppendix C.

(E) Temporary uses. Temporary uses as defined in § 151.028 and with prior approval of the Zoning Administrator.
(F) Conditional uses. The following uses may be approved uses by a conditional use permit.

1) Cemetery (permanent barrier/screening wall required).

WHEREAS, the City of Goose Creek seeks to promote a hometown community, with a hometown feel and
hometown pride, and

WHEREAS, the City’s abundance of talented artists, musicians and active residents enrich many of its special

Section1 Permitand compliance required; owner and occupant responsibility.

No person, organization or other entity shall sponsor or knowingly permit a large outdoor event, as defined in section
2, without first obtaining a permit from the city in accordance with the provisions of this article. No person having
received such a permit shall conduct or allow to be conducted a large outdoor event without complying with the terms
of the permit. No property owner, tenant or other lawful occupant of the premises shall provide a written authorization
for the large event without also taking all reasonable steps and precautions within the scope of their authority over the
property to ensure the sponsor's compliance with this article.

Section 2 Definitions.

The following words, terms, and phrases, when used in this article, shall have the meanings ascribed to them in this
section, except where the context clearly indicates a different meaning:

Director means the Finance Director, or such other person as the City Administration shall designate, to exercise the
city's duties, responsibilities, and authority under this article.

Large outdoor event means any performance, party, dinner, sale or like occurrence, except as listed in "exclusions" in
section 3 which:

(1) Isheld outside in a parking lot, field, lawn, driveway or like area which is not contained within a permanent
improvement having a roof supported by enclosing walls, lattices or other upright structural configuration;
and

(2) Hasorreasonably should be anticipated as having 250 or more members of the public at large in attendance
at any one time during the occurrence; and

(3) Isopento members of the public at large.

Open to members of the public at large means attendance is extended and granted to any person or group of persons
who by virtue of paying an admission fee, entrance fee, cover charge or like payment without regard to having known
or had prior dealings with the promoter, sponsor, owner, lessee, or manager of the premises or of the event. The term
"open to members of the public at large" includes events for which no such charge is made, but which is advertised,
promoted, or sponsored in association with or in collaboration with an organized convention, conference, or other
assemblage for which there is a registering process that is advertised and promoted by radio, television, printed
publication, mail outs, mass emailing or mass social media contact. The term "open to members of the public at large"
also includes such events for which no such charge is made but which offers food, beverages or entertainment, or some
combination of them, for payment.

A private event to which written invitations have been extended to specific persons such as a wedding,
anniversary party, nonprofit fund raiser, political reception or fund raiser for a candidate for public office or
political party or similar occurrence for which invitations have been extended, even if there are attendees
who did not receive an invitation; provided, however, a mass mailing or mass emailing, of promotional
material to a customer list for what is primarily a commercial event shall not exclude the activity from
coverage by this article.

Parades and other events occurring on city streets, parks, plazas, and other city-owned property for which
are subject to the provisions of title VII, chapter 72.

Scheduled events held in a baseball stadium or football stadium with the consent and approval of the owner
or manager of the facility.

Events which are held on the grounds of a school, place of worship, business, or nonprofit corporation and
which are attended primarily by attendees of the school, place of worship, business, or nonprofit
corporation.

Section4 Permit process; requirements.

The director shall prepare a permit application and develop a process for submitting, considering, and approving,
approving with modifications and conditions, or denying applications which are timely submitted and complete;
an application must be submitted no later than 30 days prior to the event. The process shall conform to the
provisions of this article and may be supplemented for purposes of clarification and special conditions associated
with the time, date, day of the week, location and comparable variables associated with an application.

No permit shall be granted to an applicant for a large outdoor event permit unless the applicant establishes with
reasonable substantiation that provisions are in place to comply with the following:

Location. The address of the location, as well as the name and relevant contact information of the owner
and lawful occupant of the premises, and, where applicable, the name of the manager of the premises.

Sponsor identity. The name of the sponsor or promoter of the event, who shall be the person capable of
making decisions during the planning, preparation, operation, and cleanup of the event.

Noise control. Evidence of workable plans to mitigate and limit the sound from the event so that the effects
of excessive noise are minimized. Note: An approved large outdoor event is not exempt from the noise
ordinance, unless the approved permit so specifies and then the permit must address the terms and
conditions of noise control and may be revoked for failure to comply.

Site plan. A reasonably accurate representation of the boundaries of the site and the location and character
of uses of any property abutting the property on which the event is to occur; if vehicles are to be allowed
within the site area, there must be a showing of safe ingress and egress routes as well as routes for safe
internal circulation.

Date, day of week and times. The date, day of the week and beginning time of the event as well as the date,
day of the week and ending time of the event. No event may begin earlier than 8:00 a.m. absent a clear and
convincing showing by the applicant for the earlier time, and the director may set reasonable limits upon
the latest time for operation in view of the potential impact of the activity upon surrounding properties and
their occupants, with special regard to any nearby residential uses.

Toilets. A workable plan for the placement of useable public toilets in such numbers as to comply with at
least one toilet for every 250 persons estimated to be in attendance and the most intensely attended
portion of the event. If special circumstances require, the director may increase the number of toilets
required.

Toilet sanitation. Substantiation that the toilets will be in a clean, sanitary, functioning, and useable
condition throughout the event in accordance with the standards used for special events on city property.

Parking plan. A suitable parking plan, inclusive of staffing, to ensure orderly and reasonable parking where
otherwise permitted by law and with the consent of property owners.
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(9) Maintenance and cleanup. A workable plan for the control of solid waste during the event and a cleanup
plan for after the event; at a minimum the plan must specify: the placing and size of solid waste receptacles
for use by attendees, vendors, and other participants; the frequency of replacement or emptying the
receptacles; the arrangements to reduce the likelihood of litter affecting nearby properties and rights-of-
way; and the time and thoroughness of cleanup.

(10) Monitoring and security. A description of the method by which there will be monitors of activity and crowd
movement as well as security for the activity; at a minimum the description shall address the placement,
duties, and authority of the personnel. Pursuant to S.C. Code § 23-31-520(A), if the open carry of firearms
is prohibited at the event, the person or organization hosting the event must post signs at the event stating
the prohibition of firearms during the event. The City must be advised at the time of application as to
whether open carrying of firearms is going to be allowed or not allowed and the organizer cannot elect to
change from open carry not allowed, to open carry allowed after the permit is granted.

(11) Written authorization. A statement reduced to writing in a form acceptable to the reasonable satisfaction
of the director by which both the owner of the property and the tenant or other lawful occupant affirm that
they are aware of the program to be offered and that they authorize the occurrences.

(12) Contacts for nearby occupants and owners. Substantiation that persons owning and occupying property
within 500 feet of the site have been provided the name, telephone numbers and address of the sponsor of
the event; the telephone numbers must include the sponsor's cell phone which must be operable during the
event.

Section5 Service of alcohol.

Any sponsor planning to serve beverages containing alcohol at a large outdoor event must disclose that fact on the
permit application. All requisite state alcohol licenses and permits must be obtained and a copy provided to the director
prior to the event. No service shall be allowed unless it is in conformity with state law. Failure to comply is a basis for
immediate termination of the event.

Section 6 Bond.

A sponsor must post a bond with the city of $500.00 for cleanup costs associated with public rights-of-way and public
property located within 500 feet of the event site. If the city incurs no cleanup costs attributable to the event within 48
hours of the time the event ends, then the full amount will be returned promptly to the sponsor. If the city incurs
personnel or other expenses for cleanup costs reasonably attributable to the event and determined within 48 hours,
then the city may retain so much as needed for such costs and return the reminder. If the city during that time receives
a complaint about damage and cleanup costs from the occupant or owner of other property within 48 hours of the
event, and the complaint reasonably relates to conditions associated with the event, then the city reserves the right to
retain possession of the full amount of the bond until it receives a signed release of claims from the complainant.
Nothing in this section precludes either the city or the occupant or owner of property located within 500 feet of the
event site of seeking additional damages from the event sponsor not covered by the bond.

Section 7 Other laws.

Compliance with the provisions of this article does not relieve the sponsor from complying with all other licensing and
permitting requirements of the city, including business license, occupancy permits in the event stages or tents are
utilized. Nor does such compliance relieve the sponsor from compliance with the fire code, traffic laws, parking
requirements, sanitation provisions or any other municipal ordinance.

In accordance with § 110.001, a Business License is required when operating within the City of Goose Creek. All
promoters and vendors are licensed individually unless a blanket business license has been issued; at the discretion of
the Finance Director. The business license will be based on all promoter’s fees and an estimation of gross revenue of all
vendors of the event. All Federal, State and Local regulations are strictly applied.

Section8 Compliance and enforcement.

All applicants for a large outdoor event permit shall make full disclosure of all material facts asked for on the application
and known to them at the time of application. Failure to disclose fully is a separate violation in addition to any others
arising under this article. The police and other personnel designated by the City Administration to enforce this article
are authorized to discontinue immediately a large outdoor event which has not been properly permitted or which fails
to comply with the terms and conditions of the permit. Any sponsor or promoter of such an event shall be entitled to
appeal the decision immediately by telephone or other comparable communication device to the City Administration,
or in his absence or unavailability, to the deputy City Administration or other acting administrator, who may affirm,
modify, or reverse the termination of the event. Persons convicted of a willful violation of this article shall be subject to
the general penalties clause of this Code in §10-99.
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All ordinances in conflict with this ordinance are hereby repealed.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF GOOSE CREEK,
SOUTH CAROLINA, BY REPEALING IN ITSENTIRETY THE CURRENT CHAPTER 72; PARADES,
PROCESSIONS, AND OTHER GATHERINGS AND ADOPTING IN LIEU THEREOF NEW
CHAPTER 72; PARADES, EVENTS, BLOCK PARTIES, PERFORMANCES, FILMING, AND
PICKETING PERMITS AND TO PROVIDE FOR A PROHIBITION OF THE OPEN CARRY OF
FIREARMS DURING PICKETS AND OTHER PERMITTED EVENTS ON PUBLIC PROPERTY,
WHICH IS ATTACHED HERETO AND MADE PART HEREOF AS IS FULLY SET OUT HEREIN

WHEREAS, as part of the newly enacted South Carolina Open Carry with Training Act, local governments
have the authority to prohibit the open carry of firearms during permitted events taking place on public property,
including during protests; and

WHEREAS, the City of Goose Creek (the City) has for time immemorial offered and allowed organized
festivals, gatherings, and other special events on its sidewalks, streets, and public right-of-ways; and

WHEREAS, the organized events historically draw a wide range of attendees, including but not limited to
families, residents, tourists, visitors, seniors, and students from all generations and all walks of life; and

WHEREAS, the City deems it in its best interest to exercise the authority given to it by state law to prohibit
the open carrying of firearms during permitted event; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to amend Chapter 72 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Goose Creek to
provide for the issuance of a permit for picketing activity within the scope of section 72.020, and further, to provide for
a prohibition on the open carry firearms during pickets as expressly allowed by Section 23-31-520 of the South Carolina
Code of Laws; and

WHEREAS, despite the creation of this ordinance, the right to peacefully protest remains squarely preserved;
and

WHEREAS, the City believes this additional measure will serve to promote peace and good order during
events and, further, recognizes the prohibition on open carry as described above is in keeping with City policy as it
pertains to its own buildings and facilities where weapons are prohibited; and

WHEREAS, in order to accomplish the foregoing, City Council desires to amend Chapter 72 of the Code of
Ordinance, which is incorporated herein by reference;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED and ordered by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Goose Creek,
South Carolina, in Council duly assembled, that the City of Goose Creek, South Carolina, hereby repeal in its entirety
the current Chapter 72 of the Code of Ordinances and adopt in lieu there of a new Chapter 72; Parades, Events, Block
Parties, Performances, Filming, and Picketing Permits.

§ 72.001 Title of article.

This article shall be known as the "Parade, Event, Block Party, Performance, Filming and Picketing Regulation
Ordinance of the City of Goose Creek." It shall be applicable to parades, events, block parties, performances, filming,
and picketing conducted in whole or in part on property owned or controlled by the City, such as a property leased by
the City, or any public street or right-of-way within the City.

§ 72.002 Enforcement of other laws.

Nothing contained in this article shall prohibit the authority of any officer to arrest a person engaged in any act or
activity granted under this article, if the conduct of such person violates the laws of the state, provisions of this Code,
or other ordinances of the city, or unreasonably obstructs the public streets and sidewalks of the city, or if such person
engages in acts that cause or would tend to cause a breach of the peace, or undue disturbance, interference, or
molestation of other persons making lawful use of the space in a peaceful manner.
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§ 72.003 Definitions.

The following words, terms, and phrases, when used in this article, shall have the meanings ascribed to them in this
section, except where the context clearly indicates a different meaning:

Block party means a private outdoor gathering on a public street which involves the closure of a street and may include
live or taped music and the distribution of food and beverages.

Event means any festival, concert or other announced public gathering upon any property owned or controlled by the
City, such as a property leased by the City, or any public street or right-of-way within the City.

Filming means any filming of movies, commercials, documentaries and other motion pictures, video projects, or
commercial photographs upon any public street, right-of-way, or property of the city.

Open event means any event which primarily promotes, entertainment, arts, dining, athletic competition, political
activity and is generally advertised as open to the public at large without the necessity to enter by prior invitation or
purchase of a ticket; events are presumed to be open events.

Parade means any parade, march, foot race, bicycle race, ceremony, pageant, or procession of any kind moving upon
any public street or sidewalk of the city which does not comply with normal traffic regulations.

Performance means any public presentation, exhibition, fireworks display or appearance upon any public street, right-
of-way, plaza, or property of the city.

Picketing and pickets include demonstrating and demonstrators, and other related First Amendment activity.

Private event means a wedding, commitment ceremony, fundraiser, block party in a residential neighborhood, and
filming event; social activities requiring limited admission for sponsors or invited guests may be treated as private
events; events requiring paid admission or tickets may be treated as private events; events involving a state, national,
or international official who has special security details may be treated as a private event for the limited purpose of
assuring security.

Street performance means acting, singing, playing one or more musical instruments, dancing, miming, juggling,
unicycling, stilt walking, doing magic tricks, reciting, imitating statues, and engaging in similar acts of entertainment
when done on a city-owned or -controlled sidewalk, plaza, park, or similar public space.

Street performer means someone who engages in street performances.

§ 72.004 Permit required; exceptions.
No person shall engage or participate in, aid, form or start any parade, event, block party, performance or filming unless
a permit is obtained from the City Administrator. This section shall not apply to the following:
(1) Funeral processions supervised by a licensed mortuary;
(2) Picketing as permitted by city ordinance; or
(3) A parade, event or performance hosted or sponsored by the City including the Recreation
Department.

§ 72.005 Application for permit.
(a) Generally. A person seeking the issuance of a parade, event, block party, performance or filming permit shall file an
application with the City. The application shall be filed not less than 30 days before the date on which the parade, event,
block party, performance or filming is to be conducted. However, where good cause is shown, the City shall have the
option to consider any application which is filed less than 30 days before the date sought.
(b) Contents. The application shall be signed by the applicant, and shall include but not be limited to the following:
(1) The name, address and telephone number of the individuals or organizations seeking to conduct such
parade, event, block party, performance or filming.
(2) The date when the proposed parade, event, block party, performance or filming is to be conducted,;
(3) The route to be traveled, the starting point and the termination point, or the area sought to be used or
closed off for the parade, event, block party, performance or filming;
(4) The approximate number of persons, animals and vehicles participating, and the types of animals and a
description of the vehicles;
(5) The time when the parade, event, block party, performance or filming will start and terminate;
(6) The location, by streets, of any assembly area and the time of such assembly for parades; or the location
of such street, plaza, park, or other public area where persons will gather for an event, ceremony, or
performance for events other than parades;
(7) Provisions for sanitation facilities, crowd, noise and traffic control, security and parking as pertinent for
the event;
(8) If vehicular access will be prevented to any home or business during their normal business hours for more
than 15 minutes, proof of consent by the property owner to such interruption of vehicular access.
(9) A description of food and beverages to be sold or distributed, and if beverages containing alcohol are to
be sold, then evidence of a state permit, if needed, having been issued or applied for, and a limitation of such
beverages to beer and wine;
(10) Contacts for nearby occupants and owners. Substantiation that persons owning and occupying property
within 500 feet of the site have been provided the name, telephone numbers and address of the sponsor of
the event; the telephone numbers must include the cell phone of one or more persons who will have the ability
to address potential problems with noise, traffic or other concerns during the event;

§ 72.006 Issuance of permit; conditions.
(@) Criteria for issuance. The City shall issue a permit for a proposed parade, event, block party, performance or
filming unless it finds that:

(1) The conduct of the parade, event, block party, performance or filming will substantially interrupt the safe
and orderly movement of other traffic contiguous to its route including whether it will block any persons
from being able to have vehicle access to their property without their advance consent ;

(2) The conduct of the parade, event, block party, performance or filming will require the diversion of so
great a number of police officers of the city to properly police the line of movement and of contiguous
areas that adequate police protection cannot be provided to the remainder of the city;
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(3) The concentration of persons, animals, equipment or vehicles at assembly points or other areas will
substantially interfere with adequate fire and police protection of, or ambulance service to, areas near
such areas, or will hinder the movement of firefighting equipment;

(4) The conduct of the parade, event, block party, performance or filming is reasonably likely to result in
violence to persons or property, causing serious harm to the public;

(5) Theroute has been requested recurringly in the past year and is too disruptive to residents or businesses;

(b) Liability insurance. The City shall require proof of liability insurance in an amount of at least the caps in the South
Carolina Tort Claims Act and shall require the execution of an agreement to indemnify the City in the event of any
claims arising from the event.

(c) Adequate cleanup and sanitation must be provided. All permits shall contain the implied condition that all areas
shall be cleaned by the event applicant and the applicant shall be liable for any costs incurred by the City for
additional cleaning activity.

§ 72.007 Notice of action on application.

The City Administration shall act upon the application for a permit required by this article as expeditiously as possible,
notifying the applicant by mail of the decision. If the application is disapproved, the reasons therefor shall be set out in
writing.

§ 72.008 Approval of permit under alternative date, time, route or conditions.

The city manager, in denying an application for a permit under this article, shall be empowered to authorize the conduct
of the parade, event, block party, performance or filming on a date, at a time, or over a route and under different
conditions from that requested by the applicant.

§ 72.009 Duties of permittee.

(@) Generally. A permittee under this article shall comply with all permit directions and conditions.

(b) Display or carrying of permit. The applicant, individual, or any representative of the organization shall display the
permit or carry it upon his person during the parade, event, performance or filming.

(c) Special event vendor's permits. No event which features businesses or organizations providing goods or services
for compensation shall be issued an event permit, unless the permittee under this article shall obtain for each
such business or organization a special event vendor's permit from the city in accord with such measures as the
city manager shall prescribe. Each permittee must designate an individual who will be responsible for identifying
all vendors and for collecting on behalf of the city all fees as provided in this section.

§ 72.010 Public conduct.

(@) Interference. No person shall unreasonably hamper, obstruct, impede or interfere with any parade, event,
performance or filming, or with any person, vehicle or animal participating or used in the event.

(b) Driving through parade or event. No driver of any vehicle shall drive between the vehicles or persons comprising
a parade when such vehicles are in motion and are conspicuously designated as a parade, nor shall any driver drive
around or through any event or a properly designated or barricaded area.

(c) Parking on parade route or event location. The City shall have the authority to prohibit or restrict the parking of
vehicles along a street or area properly designated or posted for a parade, event, performance or filming, and it
shall be unlawful for any person to park or leave unattended any vehicle in violation thereof.

(d) Glass containers. No glass hottle, containers or cans may be sold or distributed on the public right-of-way, and no
patron may carry a glass bottle, container or can on the public right-of-way during a parade, event, performance,
or filming. It shall be unlawful for any vendor to sell beverages in glass containers for off-premises consumption
at parades or events.

§ 72.011 Payment of costs of services and equipment provided by City.

The City may impose reasonable fees and requirements upon the applicant as are necessary to cover the cost of public
services and equipment provided by the city for the event. The City may require the payment of the cost of public
services including police, fire, or traffic officials in advance of the event. The applicant or sponsor shall be responsible
for cleanup after an event. The City may require a cash bond to cover the cost of any additional expenses including
clean-up expenses. The amount of the bond may be set by City to reflect the potential costs of potential future
expenses. If the bond is insufficient, the applicant and sponsor shall be liable for the actual costs to the City, including
clean-up, whether conducted by public employees or private contractors.

§ 72.020 Picketing

(@) Conduct of picketing; penalty. For purposes of this section, picketing means an organized effort to express
publicly a point of view at a given place with signs, oral statements, or the like in a systematic manner, which
involves walking or standing in the same area for a prolonged period of time. Peaceful picketing in the
furtherance of a lawful purpose shall be allowed in the city, provided the picketing is done under the following
conditions:

(1) Picketing may be conducted only on the sidewalks, on the grounds of a city-controlled park or plaza, or in
other city-owned areas or rights-of-way normally used or reserved for pedestrian movement, and may
not be conducted on the portion of a street used primarily for vehicular traffic.

(2)  Such picketers must have applied for an been issued a permit as required under subsection §72.020(b).

(3)  Such picketers may carry written or printed signs (which such term shall be interpreted to include flags),
provided the signs do not interfere with the free use of the sidewalk or rights-of-way by other pedestrians.
Such signs, with reasonable use, shall be deemed to comply if they are composed of paper, cardboard,
poster board, cloth, vinyl, or similarly non-rigid material; do not exceed 1/32inches in thickness; do not
exceed 20 inches by 30 inches or 600 square inches in the case of signs composed of paper, cardboard,
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poster board, or similar material; and do not exceed four feet by six feet in the case of signs composed of
cloth, vinyl, or a similar material. Signs exceeding these dimensions are presumed threats to safety.

Such picketers on sidewalks or on right-of-way normally used or reserved for pedestrian movement must
march or stand single file and not congregate so as to block any sidewalk, driveway, or business entrance.
All laws pertaining to the orderly flow of pedestrians must be obeyed.

For public safety reasons, the following are prohibited in the immediate proximity of pickets, and due
notice shall be included in every receipt of notice of intent to picket that these restrictions apply:

(i)  Open flames and combustible solids;

(i)  Sticks, poles, selfie sticks, or other similar elongated solid objects capable of inflicting bodily harm
as a striking or stabbing object, excluding commercially available corrugated cardboard tubing as the
supporting article for signs, flags, and the like;

(iif)  Backpacks, satchels, bags, coolers, or similar personally carried containers exceeding six inches by
eight inches by three inches, except when said container is completely clear and see through;

(iv) Pursuantto S.C. Code Ann. § 23-31-520, the open care of any firearm;

(v)  Any mechanical or handmade contrivance that launches any projectile of solid, liquid, or gaseous
composition, including aerosols/pressurized canisters;

(vi)  Any stabbing, cutting, slicing, or striking blade, whether of metal or other solid composition;

(vii) Any striking object, such as a bat, stick, brass knuckles, martial arts weapons, implement handles
and the like, which would inflict bodily injury;

(viii) Any facial mask, headgear, or cloth worn over any portion of the face which prevents facial
identification of a person 14 years of age or older;

(ix)  Any carried object that resembles or serves the purpose of a shield;

(x)  Anyarmor or defensive covering that resembles or serves the purpose of defensive body armor;
(xi) Carried signage exceeding the size restrictions set forth in subsection 36-142(a)(3); and

(xii) Bicycles, automobiles, and mopeds.

This subsection shall not apply to law enforcement officers while in the discharge of their duties.

The organizer of a picket, or the person designated in the permit as the one who will carry the permit shall
be responsible for posting conspicuous signate at the picketing location information participants that
open carry firearms is prohibited for the duration of the picket.

Picketing done contrary to this section shall be unlawful. Police or city personnel may confiscate any of
the items listed in the subsection 36-142(a)(5) if a picket participant refuses to remove the prohibited item
from the picketing site, with the exception of firearms in accordance with S.C. Code Ann. § 23-31-520. A
firearm or ammunition may be seized or confiscated pursuant to lawful arrest.

No picket is required for picketing by a group of less than ten individuals on a sidewalk, or by a group of
less than 25 individuals on the grounds of a city-controlled park or plaza, or in other city-owned areas or
rights-of-way normally used or reserved for pedestrian movement.

A permit application must be submitted to the city manager or his designee in a form approved by the
City Administration and in accordance with the time limits and guidelines established in Table 72.016. The
City Administration shall make the picketing permit application form available online, and at multiple
locations throughout the city, including city hall and the municipal complex. The permit application shall
include the following information:

()  The name, address, and contact telephone number of the organizer of the picket;

(i)  The name, address, and contact telephone number of the person who will carry the permit if
different from the organizer;

(i)  The specific location where the picket is to take place;
(iv) The date and time the picket will begin and end; and
(v)  The anticipated number of participants and the basis on which this estimate is made.

Upon application in accordance with subsection §72.020(b), the City Administration or his designee shall
immediately issue a permit at no charge. If an application is submitted for the same date, time, and
location as an application for which a permit has already been issued, a permit shall be issued for a
location as close as reasonably possible to the location set forth in the application; permits issued are
subject to amendment in order to conform with this provision. Notwithstanding the foregoing, a
picketing permit shall not be issued for the two hours preceding or the two hours following the time
period for which picketing permit has been issued for the same date and location; permits issued are
subject to amendment in order to conform with this provision. The permit shall contain all information
stated in the application. The organizer of a picket, or the person designated in the application as the one
who will carry the permit, shall be responsible for maintaining the permit and shall present it when so
requested by a law enforcement officer or other city official. A person or entity hosting a picket under this
section must post signs at the picket indicating that open carrying of firearms in not allowed at the picket.
The City reserves the right to post additional signs indicating the open carrying of firearms is prohibited at
the picket.
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(4) Spontaneous pickets which are occasioned by news or affairs coming into public knowledge less than 48
hours prior to such picket may be conducted in front of city hall and the organizer(s) first will be deemed
to have applied for picketing permit under this subsection, and a permit shall be issued at no charge as
soon as possible. In the event the plaza area cannot safely accommodate the number of persons
assembled, a shift commander or supervisor of the police department of the city shall direct the picketers
to a suitable alternate location. For the avoidance of doubt, the requirement to pose signs as set forth in
Appendix A applies to spontaneous pickets.

Interference with pickets. It shall be unlawful for any person to interfere physically with such pickets in the use of
the sidewalk or address profane, indecent, abusive, or threatening language to or at such pickets or others to
breach the peace.

Crowd dispersal. A shift commander or supervisor of the police department of the City may, in the event of the
assemblage of persons in such numbers as to tend to intimidate picketers pursuing their lawful objective through
numbers alone or through use of inflammatory words or threatening gestures that are ordinarily used to
intimidate people, direct the dispersal of persons so assembled, and any police officer may arrest any person who
fails to leave the place of assemblage when so directed by the police.

Restrictions. Persons engaging in picketing activity cannot do so inside an area designated as an event area for
which a permit has been granted to another individual or group under this article, if the picketing behavior has
the effect of interfering with, hampering, hindering, or getting in the way of those participating in the permitted
event in accordance with its purposes or with the general public making use of the space for its ordinary and
customary purposes. Whenever any police officer or municipal employee charged with monitoring or supervising
event activity determines the picketing behavior is interfering with, hampering, hindering, or getting the way of
others as provided in this section, then the officer or employee may direct the picketers to relocate to other public
space in reasonable proximity where such conduct can continue, if lawful, so long as the picketing does not
interfere with, hamper, hinder, or get in the way of persons participating in the event for its intended purposes
or of members of the general public making use of the public space for its ordinary and customary purposes.

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MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT
between the
SOUTH CAROLINA DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATION & TOURISM
and the
CITY OF GOOSE CREEK

THIS MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT is made this day of
November, 2021, by and between the South Carolina Department of Parks, Recreation &
Tourism (hereinafter “SCPRT”) and the City of Goose Creek (hereinafter “City”).

WHEREAS, RELT Act 946 was created in 1976 to aid in the acquisition of
recreation lands at the state level and amended in 1979 to make local units of government
eligible to participate in the program; and

WHEREAS, all properties acquired under this program must be designated for
and restricted exclusively to public recreation uses in perpetuity; and

WHEREAS, from 2005 to 2019, the City received four RELT grants for the
acquisition of twelve properties on Paslay Drive in the Lake Greenview area:

RELT Project Number 2004001: Acquisition of Lots 244-09-05-016, 244-09-05-013,
244-09-05-012

RELT Project Number 2005003: Acquisition of Lots 244-09-05-015, 244-09-05-025,
244-09-05-026

RELT Project Number 2006005: Acquisition of Lots 244-09-05-028, 244-09-05-029,
244-09-05-030

RELT Project Number 2007008: Acquisition of Lots 244-09-05-032, 244-09-05-033,
244-09-09-010; and

WHEREAS, the City has requested permission to convert seven of the RELT-
funded lots on Paslay Drive (Lots 244-09-05-025, 244-09-05-026, 244-09-05-028, 244-
09-05-029, 244-09-05-030, 244-09-05-032, 244-09-05-033) to other-than-recreation use,
specifically to donate these properties to Habitat for Humanity for residential
development; and

WHEREAS, the conversion of any portion of a property acquired with RELT
funds to other than recreational use requires prior approval from SCPRT; and

WHEREAS, SCPRT and the City desire to enter into this Memorandum of
Agreement (MOA\) to outline the mutually-agreed upon conditions under which the South
Carolina Department of Parks, Recreation & Tourism (SCPRT) will approve the removal
of Deed Restrictions placed on certain properties on Paslay Drive that were purchased by

the City of Goose Creek (City) through the Recreation Land Trust (RELT) grant

program.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises
made herein, the parties agree as follows:

I.  Conversion
SCPRT has agreed to approve this conversion under the following conditions:

1.

The City must use half of the Fair Market Value (FMV) of the converted
lots for recreation development on the remaining RELT-protected lots
(Lots 244-09-09-010, 244-09-05-012, 244-09-05-013, 244-09-05-015,
244-09-05-016).

The City must not use Parks and Recreation Development (PARD) Funds
to satisfy its recreation development obligations. PARD funds may be
used for costs in excess of the amount of half of the FMV of the converted
properties.

The City must complete the recreation development of the remaining
RELT-protected properties on Paslay Drive within two years of the
signing of this MOA.

The City will provide to SCPRT real estate appraisal(s) from a certified
appraiser to substantiate the current FMV of the converted lots (Lots 244-
09-05-025, 244-09-05-026, 244-09-05-028, 244-09-05-029, 244-09-05-
030, 244-09-05-032, 244-09-05-033). The FMV determination must be no
more than 6 months prior to the signing of this MOA.

An amount equal to 50% of the FMV of the converted lots shall be placed
in a separate account (hereinafter “recreation funding account” to be spent
on the required recreational development. Proof of this funding account
shall be provided to SCPRT within six months of the date of this
agreement.

A recreational development plan must be submitted to SCPRT for
approval within six (6) months of the date of this agreement.

The City will provide quarterly reports to SCPRT with documentation of
adequate performance toward completing the recreational development
project within the two-year time period. Documentation shall include, but
is not limited to, recreation funding account statements, proof of payment,
and proof of performance (e.g., copies of invoices, copies of cancelled
checks, photos). Progress reports will be due on the first day of the month
beginning with the first full quarter after commencement of the Project.
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5. The City shall provide notice to SCPRT upon completion of the

recreational development project.

6. The City shall provide SCPRT with copies of the Deed transfers for the

properties to be converted.

I11. Commitments by SCPRT

1. SCPRT shall review the City’s recreational development plan to ensure
that completion of the plan will fulfill requirements necessary for the
requested conversion. Such approval shall not be unreasonably withheld.

2. SCPRT shall review the City’s quarterly reports and provide feedback as
needed.

3. Upon notice of completion of the recreational development project,
SCPRT will conduct a site inspection of the remaining RELT-protected
properties. If SCPRT finds that all conditions and responsibilities of this
MOA have been met, then SCPRT will provide written confirmation of
such to the City.

4. Once all conditions and responsibilities of this MOA are satisfied, SCPRT
will provide written approval for the removal of the Limitation of Use
language from the Deeds of the properties to be converted (Lots 244-09-
05-025, 244-09-05-026, 244-09-05-028, 244-09-05-029, 244-09-05-030,
244-09-05-032, 244-09-05-033).

IV. General Responsibilities

1.

Each party agrees that the terms of this MOA are valid and legally binding
and express the full and complete agreement of the Parties with respect to
their responsibilities.

This MOU shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws
and regulations of the State of South Carolina.

This MOU shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of and be
enforceable by the respective successors and assigns of the Parties hereto.

This MOU may be executed in counterparts, each of which when so executed
and delivered shall constitute an original, fully executed counterpart for all
purposes, but such counterparts shall constitute but one instrument.

The parties may modify this MOU by mutual consent at any time. Any
requests to amend this MOU must be in writing. All modifications must be in
writing and signed by the Parties.
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Either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement if the terms of
this Agreement are breached and such breach is not corrected and a plan for
correction has not been accepted by SCPRT and the City within 15 business
days after written notice of noncompliance.

If any provision of this MOU is held illegal or unenforceable in a judicial
proceeding, such provision shall be severed and shall be inoperative and the
remainder of this MOU shall be operative and binding on the Parties.

This document represents the entire and integrated agreement between the
parties and the terms, conditions, and considerations set out in this document
may not be altered or amended except upon the written consent of all parties.

This Memorandum of Agreement will be in effect for two years from the date
of last signature. Approximately six months before expiration, both parties
will discuss expiration or renewal, based on an assessment of the continuing
value of the Agreement to both parties.

ACTIVITY CENTER PROGRAMS

¢ Fitness Classes: Twenty-one regular fitness classes and thirteen easy does it fitness
classes are offered each week. Other specialty classes included in the schedule are ball
fit, pilates, barre, Zumba and WERQ. A comprehensive schedule is published each
month with specific days and times.

e Art Classes: Art classes are offered for adults and kids. Each class has a different theme.
Days and times of classes are posted on our website. Each class averages 10-14
students.

e Dance: Ages 3 & up learn tap, ballet, and jazz. We have 83 students in this program. A
recital is tentatively scheduled for May.

o Gymnastics/Tumbling/Cheernastics: Our gymnastics center offers classes for ages 18
months and up. We have classes for beginner levels up to competitive teams. There are
also numerous special programs like Open Gym, Parents Night Out and Playnastics that
supplement the gymnastics offerings. Gymnastics Birthday Parties are another popular
option. Our website lists all the different classes available.

o 516 students currently enrolled in classes with a large waiting list
o Plans are being made to host 2 gymnastics meets, one in December and one in
January.

e Martial Arts and Karate: Classes are held on Wednesdays, Thursdays and Saturdays for
all levels starting at age 4. First class is a free trial class. A total of 57 students are now
enrolled in these programs.

e Preschool: Half Pints preschool is for ages 3-5. This class runs Monday through Friday
from 8:30 am-11:00 am, September through May and follows the Berkeley County
School District schedule. 32 children are currently enrolled.

e Yoga: Classes are offered for all different levels. The website shows specific days and
times.

e Piano: Piano lessons are now being offered for ages 5 & up. There are 14 students
enrolled.

e Senior Adult Programs: Programs offered include line dancing, painting, cards, and
various special workshops. A monthly calendar of events is published.
