REGISTRATION : July 6-30
Birth Certificate and 2 proofs of residency are required when registering.
Acceptable forms of proof of residency = Homeowners: Drivers license or
picture ID and most recent utility bill . Renters: Drivers license or picture ID,
most recent utility bill and original rental agreement. Current address must
be on all proofs of residency. There is an additional $15 late fee for players
registering after July 31. if space is available. Otherwise, players will be
placed on a waiting list.

PRACTICES & SEASON

Practices begin mid-August, games will be played September—November.
Tiny Tot and Pee Wee teams will not practice more than 2 times per week.

Coaches are volunteers who donate their time to help with the youth athletic
program. The maijority of the coaches are mothers and fathers of the players
and will change from year to year. Goose Creek Recreation asks team
members' parents to assist whenever possible. Coaches are required to
attend certification classes and coaches clinics when offered.
